Missionaries: Serving the Unchurched as well as Their Supporters
As missionaries, there are two essential parts to our ministry: (1) training Christian leaders around the 
world and (2) ministering to our local supporters. Better known is what we do when 
we’re overseas ministering to people in distant lands. However, we must also minister to 
our friends here who regularly pray for our family ministry and support it financially. 
     Last week, while Abby was on a mission trip in the Bahamas, Dale and I traveled to 
the Sierra Nevada Mountains where we enjoyed visiting a number of supporters individually, along with 
one of 10 churches that supports us financially: Chapel in the Pines, Arnold, Calif. While working to lift 
up Jesus at home and overseas, we value a very important facet of our ministry: our prayer and financial 
support team. Throughout this six-day visit, our Lord encouraged our hearts while we spoke at a variety of 
Bible studies, prayer meetings, and church services. Overall, we were warmly welcomed and able to share 
stories of His marvelous deeds with 10 different groups.
      Although it can be very challenging at times to raise all of our needed funds, we see wisdom in His 
system. We pray with our supporters; receive their prayers; establish new relationships; and give people 
opportunities to invest in God’s work through us.
     While in the Sierras, we raised a portion of needed funds for our return trip to Kenya this August. We 
trust the Lord to provide us with an additional $5,000 by April 25, for Dale’s, Abby’s, and my plane tick-
ets, plus another $900 in monthly support, to meet several specific needs (shown here). Let’s face it! God 
is more than able to help. He is, in fact, our Jehovah-jireh (Provider), working to lead us to those He has 
prepared for His vital mission work. Would you please let Dale or me know if He is asking you to step out 
in faith with us by supporting us? Thank you so very much.
     Dale and I are joyful. Our son Andrew, who with Laeya will lead this next Kenya mission, told me, 
“Mom, I don’t think I’m really good at leading Bible studies. But I feel so connected to God when I do 
these missions.”
