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This Is How God Works
Multiplying Movements in Ethiopia

Last month, I travelled to Ethiopia with David Neibling and Campus Crusade’s Transformational Leader-
ship Movement team for a mentoring visit of our first-generation trainees. We visited six cities and talked
with about 50 people. Along the way I saw interesting and unique things along the road. Here are a couple
of stories that I heard firsthand on how God is working through the lives of the same people whom I’d
helped train in February.

In one city, one of our men has nine discipleship groups consisting of individuals with backgrounds in
another major world religion. They’re from an unreached people group. So far, 14 have become followers
of Jesus. In another geographical area, this man has seen 17 people come to Christ; he’s hoping to start a
church there by the end of the year.

In a large city, we attended the discipleship group of another of our first-generation trainees. I was im-
pressed by the interlocking testimony of three people, all of whom were addicted to two local drugs and
alcohol. One is a short man — the town drunk — who used to sleep in the gutters since he was homeless.

Part of our training includes an evangelism module called Prayer Care Share. People are trained to
pray for specific people by name every week. They look for ways to care for this person and show them
Christ’s love. Finally our trainees share the gospel of Christ with the person. This homeless man was
prayed for and then given clothes and food. When he heard the gospel, he gave his life to Christ.

Immediately, he was also trained in Prayer Care Share; soon he was caring for a second drunk man
who came to Christ. There was in the same town a woman who was also addicted to these three sub-
stances. She was married and had a daughter and a home. She was so mean that she would fight with
women or men. Her life began to crumble because of her addictions. He husband left. She sold everything
in the house to pay for her addictions. At one point, all she and her daughter had was one small sheet. At
this time the short man, now turned evangelist, started talking to her, encouraging her to come to Christ.
To care for her he, who was still homeless, bought her a mattress. When she realized that she had more
then either of the two other former drunks — a house, she felt their love and care for her and gave her life
to Christ.
