Servant Leadership in Action
These people really care for their workers! That was the impression I had after seeing two wonderful, 
back-to-back examples of Òservant leadershipÓ last month. Together with fellow Campus Crusade for 
Christ members, Dr. Henry Tan (director) and Dr. Ted Martin (teammate), I traveled to the Pacific North-
west, to see and learn firsthand, excellent examples of servant leadership in two locations.
      We experienced the first wonderful example of servant leadership while meeting in Portland, Oregon 
with the founder and president of Co-Serve (formerly known as Marshall Christensen Foundation), a mis-
sion dedicated to building community while teaching and training Christian workers in these 19 essential 
servant leadership points:
Leadership IsnÕt Management; Core Values; Love and Respect; Honesty and Responsibility; Servant Atti-
tude; Forgiveness and Compassion; Resilience and Perseverance; Integrity and Courage; Influence; Pas-
sion and Purpose; Team Building; Empowering and Encouraging; Modeling; Reproducing Leaders; Vi-
sion; Healthy Alliances; Service; and Hard Work.
     After experiencing Co-ServeÕs skillful training and teaching, we shared in the next wonderful example 
of servant leadership. The three of us met and visited with Cheryl Broetje, co-owner of Broetje Orchards 
in Prescott, Washington. She and her husband, Ralph, have one of the largest apple orchards in the world 
with more than 5,000 acres. With its 10 apple species being marketed under the 
ÒFirstFruits of WashingtonÓ name, Broetje Orchards motto is ÒA quality fruit com-
pany committed to Ôbearing fruit that will last.ÕÓ (See John 15:16.)
     A main concern of the couple is looking after its many employees. The Broetjes 
faced a unique challenge when production outgrew the capacity of their packing 
warehouse to box all the apples during a single shift. One option was to create an 
additional night shift, which wouldnÕt require capital investment. However, this 
would force some of the familiesÕ fathers to work day shifts while mothers would work night shifts. Be-
cause of the tension this would cause employee families, the Broetjes chose to borrow $13 million dollars 
to build a second packing warehouse. The photo of Ted (left), Henry (right), and me was taken inside the 
new FirstFruits of Washington packing warehouse. 
     God has blessed this couple who try to run their business with integrity, according to his values. What a 
pleasure seeing God working in the lives and business of the Broetjes. Thank you, God.        Dale
