     It rained as we sat and spoke together on a twin bed, covered only with cowhide. When I mentioned 
that I had brought a “cinema,” he became excited. Realizing that calling it the “JESUS” film wouldn’t be 
wise, I told him that, at the orphanage where we stayed, was a cinema of one of the gospels — the book of 

Luke. Hearing that, he eagerly asked me to show it to him the next night. I knew 
then that everyone’s prayers last month were really working.
      The next morning, I went to the Baptist International School of Theology 
(BIST). I was happy to learn that most of my World Missions class students wanted 
to accompany me at the showing of the “JESUS” film. However, I felt that such a 
show of students might overwhelm our special guests. I asked them to choose three 
among themselves. Norbert, Jesse, and Glory joined me at the cinema.
     The religious leader, along with two of his friends, met us at the orphanage for 
the “JESUS” film showing, translated in Pidgin English. Joining the four of us, the 

gentlemen watched the complete two-hour movie with rapt attention! Leaning forward with their elbows 
on their knees, they laughed and chuckled at the right times. The movie ends with a gospel presentation, 
giving viewers the opportunity to pray and invite Christ into their life.
     When the film ended, the three quickly arose and left the room. I escorted them to their motorcycles, 
asking each if they liked the film. Thankfully, they all liked it. One asked me for a copy! Realizing this 
film’s great potential and seeing how God was working with it, I gave my copy to the religious leader. In 
addition, they happily accepted copies of Gideon New Testaments before the three rode off into the dark 
night on their motorcycles.
     I’m amazed to see God work as He does, repeatedly. I thank you for your powerful prayers. They 
helped bring about this unusual event.
