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This Is How God Works

Christian Convention Ministries

As I paid the parking garage attendant, after teaching two classes at a Christian convention in Pasadena, 
she asked me, ÒAre you with that Christian convention? WhatÕs the difference between the Old Testament 
and New Testament?Ó Glancing at my rearview mirror and seeing two cars behind me, I wondered how to 
answer her in only a few seconds? I quickly said, ÒThe Old Testament describes how God worked before 
JesusÕ appearance, while the New Testament tells us of JesusÕ coming and how he died so people could 
have a right relationship with God.Ó I attempted to encapsulate the entire salvation plan into two sen-
tences? She seemed satisfied with my answer as I drove off; I marveled that the large number of Chris-
tians attending the convention across the street were able to have made an impact on this inquisitive lady.
     My teaching day started with a workshop I conducted on how to meet, engage, and discuss Christianity 
with a person belonging to one of the worldÕs major non-Christian religions. Most class conferees knew 
such a non-Christian adherent with whom they wanted to gain understanding of that faith and learn how to 
interact with them. My co-teacher and I shared with the class: differences and similarities of the faiths; 
practical ways to discuss spiritual topics; and six evangelistic tools to use to present the gospel to believ-
ers of this other major religion. Along with individual interaction following the class, I enjoyed seeing 
God working in peoplesÕ lives, drawing them to the class, preparing them to engage in outreach ministry.
     During my second class, ÒFrom Stranger to Friend to Brother: How Is It Done?Ó I shared ways to 
evangelize neighbors by giving practical steps a person could take to grow a relationship from stranger to 
heart friend. I simply drew on the experience that Marti and I have gained from reaching out and making 
friends in our last five neighborhoods. The students liked hearing about events or ideas fostering relation-
ships that can lead to evangelistic conversations, such as borrowing a tool, giving away extra garden 
produce, sponsoring a neighborhood event such as a childrenÕs bike classic, inviting neighbors over for 
food, and hosting a seasonal event such as Christmas caroling. One woman missed most of the class but 
was so interested that I showed her my presentation a second time. By the end of the day it was obvious to 
me, by peoplesÕ interest, interaction, and stories, as well as the parking attendantÕs questions, that God is 
working!
